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HAOLLAND TULIP

FESTIVAL

Day 1 Downers Grove, IL
Spring is such a beautiful time of
the year.

Day 2 South Haven, MI

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Day 3 Tinley Park, IL
We head to back to Holland
anticipating all the exciting Dutch
treats in store for us today. We’ll
begin at the Veldheer Tulip
Gardens, where they plant over
five million tulips to walk through
and enjoy. Then we are off to the
Dutch Village, where we can take
part in shopping, activities and
dining on our own. Our afternoon
will be spent at the Volksparade,
beginning with the street scrub-
bing by the Dutch costumed
townspeople armed with brooms
and pails to scrub the parade route
clean. The parade itself features
dozens of colorful bands, floats
and more. The Exhibition Dutch
Dance groups “klomp” along the
route in their authentic costumes
and real wooden shoes. Before
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departing Holland, we will spend
sometime at Windmill Island
featuring a 248 year old working
Dutch windmill “DeZwaan”
(meaning graceful bird). The
windmill, which reaches 125 feet
from the ground to the top of the
blades, towers over 36 acres of
manicured gardens. We then
depart for our overnight accommo-
dations in Tinley Park, IL. (B)
